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Table Course contains course codes and course names as is shown in the following picture:
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Your web interface should provide the necessary web controls that will allow the user to enter and display the data. You will use ADO.NET to implement the following operations:

1. Insert student information into Student table and course information for this student into StudentAndCourse table.
2. Update the existing information for a student (given student_id)
3. Display in a GridView web control, all the courses that a student is taking (given student_id).
· Use parameterized queries to insert information for a new student.

· Use the ExecuteNonQuery method to update student information. 
· Use the ExecuteReader method to display the classes that a student is taking.

Use the exact names for tables and columns as shown in the pictures above. You can attach the College.mdf database to your project (in App_Data directory) by using the following connection string:
