EXPECTATIONS AND SUBJECT PROCESS

Interactive lectures, dialogue, student reading, journal writing, student presentations, and small and large group conversation are central to this subject’s experience for student learning. Reflection, research and learner collaboration are key features of this subject.  Students are expected to participate fully in all components of this subject including: completion of assigned readings in preparation for classroom discussion, maintain an on-line journal, and work in small work groups both inside and outside the classroom. 

GRADING / ASSIGNMENTS

A. On-line Reading Logs and End-of-Semester Summary/Analysis

A.1 Weekly e-Reading Logs/Learning Journals
1. In your reading log you summarize and note key learning points from weekly readings.

2. Your log will capture your thinking about our readings, film, videos and other media.

3. Through your writing, you thoughtfully weigh varying dimensions and different perspectives.

4. Reading logs are completed on time.

5. Your reading log is insightful – you ask new questions; you provide evidence that you are considering the readings thoughtfully; you provide evidence that you are thinking about lectures and our discussions.

6. Your log is well written; attention to spelling, punctuation and grammar. No texting. 

A.2 Summary of Reading Log / Journal 
Read and analyze your own reading logs. 

1. What are your key learning points? 

2. What questions have been answered for you? 

3. What are your key connections? 

4. What patterns, tensions and/or contradictions are apparent? 

5. Considering the subject outline and what you have learned so far, what do you still hope to learn? 

6. When you write your summary, make direct reference to your reading log. (E.g.  In my third reading log,  I wrote … Reading this now, I think … Something I would like to know more about is … )

7. Submit a hard copy – one to two pages, double spaced. Include a cover page.
Note that this assignment has 2 parts and is worth 35% of your grade.

B. Friendship in Ethnicity and Culture or Media or Popular Culture: A Research Presentation Assignment

As a group, the students will brainstorm a list of ideas, puzzles and/or further questions about friendship. This brainstorm session will take place during class in week 2. From this student-generated list, a number of Research Questions will be formed in relationship to one of the following three categories: Ethnicity and Culture, Media, or Popular Culture. These research questions will become the basis for student research and group presentation topics.

Requirements: 

· Attend Research Tutorial with Librarian Rosalie Waller (date: TBA). 

· Choose research question and decide on the category of interest (Ethnicity and Culture, Media, Popular Culture). 

· Collaborative Research – everyone in the group participates equally in all parts of the assignment: research, presentation planning, presentation of findings

· Group Meetings: Meeting notes and minutes are submitted to instructor

· Group size: minimum three people; maximum five

Assignment B: 25% of your grade

 (Ideally, this is a group grade. However, if the meeting notes and minutes depict anything less than full and equal participation, the grades will be adjusted accordingly. 

Presentation dates: Weeks 6 + 7. A sign-up sheet will be provided.

C. Book Report / Small Group Presentation 

Write a book report on one of the books from the list provided in class. (If you have a suggestion for an alternative book, consult with me.)
Part 1 - Read the book and write the report using the following questions as your guide. 
Note: Do not use external resources for this assignment [e.g. internet resources or reviews).
1. What is the title of the book? Who is the author? Publisher? Number of pages in the book? (Answer this question in one or two sentences.)

2. How many days or hours did it take you to read this book? (one sentence)

3. Name the main three or four characters. Describe each character. (1 to 1.5 pages)

4. In your own words, what is the book about? Without giving every detail, summarize the plot. (approximately 1 to 3 pages)

5. Analysis of the book: What did you like or dislike about the book? Was it easy or difficult to understand? Will you recommend this book to a friend?  (Discuss why or why not.) If you saw a movie/video of this book, discuss how the book is different from the movie. Could you relate to this book? How? If not, why not? 

6. Comment on the theme of friendship (or story) in this book? How does this theme or story relate to our discussions about friendship? 
7. When quoting from the book, apply rules of citation. 

8. Length: 4 to 6 pages, double spaced, 12 font – MLA format. Number the pages.

*Questions 5 and 6 are the most important.

Part 2: Book Club Discussion Group
After you have handed in your book report, you will meet with a small group of students who have read the same book as you. Talk about the book. Identify and discuss the themes of friendship within the book. Summarize your discussion. 


Part 3: Small Group Presentation
The purpose of this presentation is to use the book to lead and further our discussion about friendship and theoretical perspectives.
Before you begin:  Each group will begin with a conversation about how the group will work together - establish group norms and expectations.  Your group will set guidelines for grade distribution (e.g. group grade? shared grade? distribution and balance of work, etc.). Everyone in the group must sign this agreement. Submit the signed agreement to me.
Information about the Author (appropriate to use external resources). Learn about the author of the book. Provide biographical information about the author of the book. This information will likely provide you with insight into the book.
Provide the class with an overview of your discussion. What issues or questions were raised by this book?  

Present the book and discuss themes and perceptions of friendship throughout the book.
