The team has worked many months tailing Mr. Lincoln, and
has caught many people in Mr. Lincoln’s organization in
hand-to-hand deliveries of large amounts of drugs and
guns. The tac team is st trying to get Mr. Lincoln in a
hand-to-hand transaction, which will solidify and close their
case. He'lllikely be sentenced 30+ years because of his
extensive criminal history. The team has completed over
90% of their investigation, but needs a hand-to-hand
transaction with Mr. Lincoln to solidify his personal
involvement. The team will prepare the affidavits for search
and arrest warrants for Lincoln’s organization once this
final 10% is done

You love your new team duties but you are tired of just
sitting on surveillance. It has been one week and nothing
has happened. Frustrated, you decide to take matters into
your own hands and devise a plan to become the team
hero. You'll testify that you conducted a surveillance and
you witnessed Mr. Lincoln enter the building and conduct
several hand-to-hand gun and weapons transactions. You
select the time of 1:30am and 3:30am on February 12th.
You contact the team leader to advise him of the
transactions you just witnessed. Everyone is excited that Mr.
Lincoln finally messed up. They can now conduct the big
raid and bring in this large cache of weapons and drugs.
The team leader directs you to do the paperwork.

You write up the warrants reflecting that on February 12th,
you witnessed Mr. Lincoln enter the warehouse. You
witnessed him in the building from 1:30-3:30am conducting
various hand-to-hand transactions with many different
subjects, selling both guns and drugs.

You get the paperwork signed by the judge that day as you
formally swear out the affidavit, search warrants and arrest
warrant for Lincoln and his crew.

The team leader is preparing a tactical plan to serve up the
warrants when. three detectives from another jurisdiction,
City of Kaplan, which is 40 miles away, contact and inform
him that they had a double homicide in their town. The
detectives advise they have great evidence and witnesses,
and it looks like Mr. Lincoln is their number one suspect.
They advise that the murders took place on February 12th
between 0130 and 0330 hours that morning.

The team leader looks at you stating this is contrary to what
you witnessed and reported. The detectives insist that their
sources are reliable and that Mr. Lincoln was in fact the
shooter in their double homicide.
