Discussion Board Response #3
Editing and Revising are part of the writing process in college English classes. The purpose of Editing and Revising is to ensure that you (the writer) has presented information in an appropriate way. Your textbook states: Your ability to produce clear, error free writing shows something about your ability as a writer and also leads readers to make assumptions about your intellect, your work habits, even your character (Bullock 356). In other words, in most college writing courses, Editing and Revising is not just about grammar, spelling, and mechanics. Editing and Revising is also about making sure that your writing is clear, complete, concise, and correct.
College students sometimes think that it is the instructor's job to edit and revise papers for them. This is not the case in most college classes. When you present work in a college course, the assumption is that you drafted, developed, and revised and edited your own work. In college writing courses, we look for your ability to make connections and think critically in your writing. In the end, the editing and revising is the student's responsibility.

Gender and Identity
Gender identity is inherent and refers to an individual’s self-conception of whether they are a man or a woman. This identity is distinguished from the biological sex which confers an individual either male or female. To most people, gender identity and sex correspond conventionally (Planned Parenthood, 2020). However, some individuals such as transgender people have little connection between sex and gender (Smith, 2020). To them, biological characteristics are distinct and ambiguous and should determine their gender identity. Nonetheless, such people still identify the gender associated with the opposite sex. Many arguments highlight that gender identity is a social construct that is determined by social and cultural influences (Encyclopedia Britannica, 2019). Conventionally, gender identity is closely related to gender roles which correlate with the outward manifestations of personality. Gender identity is self-identified and constituted by both external and inherent factors. Similarly, gender is more complex than the assigned sex and includes how someone is expected to behave as a man or a woman (Encyclopedia Britannica, 2019). Gender is the society’s expectations and standards of how men and women are supposed to behave. Although it is easy to confuse gender and sex, sex refers to the biological or anatomical basis of identification which is usually assigned at birth.
Viewpoint on Gender and Sex
I think that parents should support their children’s chosen gender identity. For every human offspring, parents play a crucial role in nurturing the young according to defined concepts and perceptions. Parental influence is vast and cannot be underestimated (Encyclopedia Britannica, 2019). However, the rise of social media and peer influence competes favorably with parental influence. An increase in age and schooling builds knowledge and creativity but has little effect on parental influence. Adolescent development is challenging to most parents due to their excessive exposure at a younger age. During this developmental period, the identities of the parents and the children evolve and children may decline to subscribe to certain social constructs and parental perception (Encyclopedia Britannica, 2019). Still, the parent-adolescent relationship influences how adolescents navigate through adulthood. As a parent, when a child decides to challenge the convention belief on gender identity, it is important to streamline support to the child and allow them to feel open to “come out.” Trying to force them to align to specific societal definitions of gender identity can lead to a backlash between the parent and the adolescent (Encyclopedia Britannica, 2019). Moreover, coercing children to specific gender identities limits their freedom and may therefore lead to gender dysphoria. The consequences of gender dysphoria include suicide ideation, anxiety, depressive symptoms, and impaired interpersonal relationships. Thus, parental acceptance acts as a shield and offers a protective factor to youths in terms of sexual and gender minority issues. 
How Gender Identity Impacts the Society
Gender identity leads to stereotyping which affects the structure and cohesion of the society. Stereotyping of minor gender identities can cause unequal and unfair treatment known as sexism (Planned Parenthood, 2020). Gender identity minor groups harbor beliefs that affect the social constructs such as physical appearance (women being thin and graceful), personality traits (women being accommodating), and domestic behavior (women to take care of the children). Moreover, gender identity has led to the rise of hyper-femininity (where women's qualities are exaggerated) and hypermasculinity (for instance, people who believe that men should dominate by being aggressive) (Encyclopedia Britannica, 2019). Such stereotyping and untoward behavior hamper the initiation and maintenance of social relationships. For instance, hyperfeminine people are likely to endure emotional abuse from their partners. 
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
