Lab Objectives and Tasks – Write your answers to the steps for each activity below.
Activity 11-1  (If you don’t have a 64-bit computer, you need to email your instructor)

In this activity, you will install the Hyper-V role. This is an optional activity, because you may not have access to a 64-bit computer and 64-bit version of Windows Server 2008 to complete the activity. 

Activity 11-2

This activity enables you to use Hyper-V Manager to create a virtual machine and then install Windows Server 2008 in the virtual machine.

In Step 5, the virtual machine is stored in the folder location: driveletter:\ProgramData\Microsoft\Windows\Hyper-V
In Step 10, the four operating system installation options are:

Activity 11-3

You can use this activity to practice stopping and starting a virtual server.

In Step 9, the Turn Off option immediately turns off the virtual machine as though someone turned off the computer. This option might be used when the operating system is hung, for example, and there is no other way to shut it down properly. 

Activity 11-4

In this activity, you will use Virtual Network Manager to learn how to configure a virtual network.

Activity 11-5

For this activity, you will configure the hardware associated with the virtual machine they set up in Activity 11-2.

In Step 4, you should note the number of processors associated with the virtual machine, such as one. To allocate more processors, click the down arrow for Number of logical processors.
