I found the tip to write down the ideas surrounding the study versus talking about them to be helpful.  The text described this process as a way of emptying your head and on to paper.  The text explained that advisors prefer to read your idea verses hearing them.  The act of writing down your ideas creates a visual of the study. I find this process helpful as it is a way of organizing your thoughts and a way of capturing all of the ideas without distractions attributed to the discussion.

There are nine standard elements in an informed consent form
1. Identifying the researcher(s)
2. The name of the sponsoring institution
3. The purpose of the study
4. The benefits of participating in the study
5. Disclose the level and type of participant evolvement
6. Participants risks
7. Guarantee of confidentiality
8. Notification that a participant can withdraw at anytime
9. Contact information if there are any questions

The tip I found most useful in this chapter is to determine the section by creating an outline.  Then write one thing on each section to get the ideas to paper.  Finally, go back and fill in the details and finalize the proposal. 
 
I applied this method when writing this week’s annotation report.  I found it very helpful as I was able to set up the structure and do a brain dump.  Then go back and clean up my thoughts.  I feel this method even saved time as I spent less time refreshing my thoughts and reviewing the book to shape my thoughts.

· What ethical consideration will the study anticipate?

· The tip that I think would have the biggest impact on the success of my writing is mapping out and working through several draft of a proposal rather than a polished draft.  I view this as brain storming and then reevaluating and tweaking a few times until you feel that it is ready to draft.  I think incorporating this step would improve the quality of my work because it will provide a more structured and thorough discovery process, so that by the time I start writing a draft many gaps or ideas have already been vetted.

· Avoid deceiving participants.  I think clarity is important and sometimes in an effort to share only what “needs to be known” we run the risk of providing false expectations or misleading peoples.  Generally this would be unintentional, but the result may be the same as if it were intentional.  Typically people would not think of themselves as deceitful, but innocent mistakes or not providing enough information can lead to mistrust.  Reminding myself and my team of the purpose will ensure we all understand the objective and the purpose.  This will ensure we are all going in the same direction and with the same purpose. Getting feedback to make sure that you are clear in your purpose and objective will help avoid deceit.

Overall these questions are designed to focus the writer on the purpose and help develop a strong understanding and vision for the paper.  If each of these questions are answered a solid base of understanding is built that can be translated into a paper.  If any one of these areas is not well developed, it’s not worth pursuing a paper until it can be.  I almost view it as a checklist to make sure you are ready to move on to drafting a paper.
