CDC posted three documents for health care providers to help them begin planning a COVID-19 vaccination program. The plan was met with skepticism given that the stated "availability assumptions" put the plan in motion in late October, 2020 - just before the election and at a time that did not not align with anything medical professionals had stated with regard to the widespread availability of a vaccine.
